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An intriguing mix of French and Spanish song explores the theme of love found, enjoyed and lost, from the
dropped hints of Fauré to the fiery passion of Turina, Obradors and Falla. The urbane charm of Reynaldo Hahn
and innocent fervour of Massenet’s Manon are equally captured by American soprano Ailyn Pérez, who has
bewitched opera and recital audiences on both sides of the Atlantic.
